Why Are We Adding a Second Option?
To attract and include papers that achieve an appropriate balance of technical content between papers that focus on hot-topic issues of immediate general interest and of papers that focus on generally more mature research efforts that are of continuing interest, in the Annual Meeting program; to provide appropriate publication options so that researchers have the opportunity to publish high quality refereed papers, consistent with the focus of their technical content; and to allow the AAPT Board of Directors maximum flexibility to develop an Annual Meeting Program that is of greatest interest and benefit to the majority of the membership.
What Will Change?
Prospective authors will be given the option to submit either a Refereed Conference Paper or a Refereed Journal Paper. They will also be given the option of allowing their paper to be re-categorized based on reviewer comments.  


The focus of Refereed Conference Papers should be on hot-topic issues of general interest; results that may have an immediate impact on the profession; or particularly novel or innovative work that the author(s) may feel an urgency to publish.  The focus of Refereed Journal Papers should be on research topics on topics that have been studied more extensively, and are of continuing importance, interest, and relevance to the Profession.  An Editorial Board will be established to enhance and formalize the paper review and selection process.  Both paper categories will undergo the same rigorous peer-review process, but more emphasis will be placed on level of immediate general interest when ranking and selecting Refereed Conference Papers.

What Will Remain the Same?
AAPT will maintain its high standards for presentations and publication. The time-frame for submission and reviews will stay as it currently is.  The Board of Directors will still be involved in the process of determining which papers are accepted for publication.
What Actions Are Being Taken?
The Editorial Board is being established and a formalized set of rules are being developed to guide the review and acceptance process.   Instructions for submittals have been updated.    Consideration is being given to partnering with an ISI-indexed publisher to publish the Journal papers in the future.  You will be advised on the latest developments.
When Will the Change Take Place?
The process was used for the 2011 Annual Meeting.  The Conference and Journal papers will again be solicited and reviewed in the summer/fall of 2011.
